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Divide - Center of the Known Universe!

The first church services in Divide
were held in a saloon. Dances followed
the services and the minister played
the piano. Later, donations raised
enough money to build a church; the
original building still stands. Located
on the northeast corner of U.S. 24 and
Teller 5, the old church has been ex-
panded and is now the home of the
Little Chapel of the Hills.

Divide has been called by many names
in its flowery past — Belleview, Rhyo-
lite (from nearby Rhyolite Peak),
Theodore and Hayden Divide (after
the summit of Pikes Peak). But eventu-
ally the name was shortened to
‘Divide.” It’s an appropriate name.
Setting at the crest of Ute Pass in cen-
tral Teller County, Colorado, the main
highway (U.S. 24) intersects and di-

vides with Highway 67 and Teller 5.
Divide is also where the water shed for
the region divides - East to the Arkansas
River and West to the South Platte
River. And when the railroads were in
town, they divided here, too.

The white man came to stay in the Ute
Pass area in 1870 with Divide their first
settlement. En route to Leadville and
nearby mining camps, the Spotsweed
and McLelland stages paused in Divide
to change horses. Longhorn cattle were
driven through Divide toward the lush
pastures of South Park.

The first post office was established in
1886 with Alice Hardy as the first post-
master. She also ran the stage station
and hotel. The Colorado Midland rail-
road reached Divide in 1887. Three years

later in 1890, the economy improved
considerably when gold was discovered
in Cripple Creek/Victor. Many prospec-
tors passed through Divide on their way
to Cripple Creek. Boarding houses,
schools, churches, shops and saloons
sprung up as a result of the railroad and
mining activity.

A fire in 1898 destroyed much of the
town. But it was rebuilt to look almost
like it did before the fire.

In the 1920s and 30s seed potatoes and
lettuce grew in Divide as crops. Ice was
cut from nearby lakes to pack the lettuce
for shipping. Looking closely today you
can still see the terracing of the hills sur-
rounding Divide.

Today, Divide is a growing unincorpo-
rated community of about 4,000 resi-
dents. The town currently hosts numer-
ous businesses, a post office, a market,
the sheriff’s office and county jail, other

offices, Summit Elemen-
tary School, a volunteer
fire department, restau-
rants, churches, fillings
stations, a saloon, com-
munity centers, a well
drilling company, liquor
store, the Peak Vista
Divide Health Care facil-
ity and the Hayden Divide
Community Park. A few
years ago, a local vision-
ary coined the moniker in
the title: a not-so-subtle
expression of community

pride (logo, pg 1).

Divide is a friendly place
where you can enjoy the
rural mountain quality of
life and still be close to
the conveniences and
amenities that make that
life comfortable. As the
years have passed, and
other towns and cities in
Teller County grew, de-
clined or faded away,
Divide has stayed pretty
much a small community
for a 137 years, resting
along U.S. 24 just west of
Woodland Park - at the
center of the known uni-
verse - with its history all
around it. D. M.
